Dear Ladies;

Thank you for embarking on such a ground breaking and historical research study of ‘Women Who Love Psychopaths.’ To our knowledge, no real in depth study has been performed to understand the thoughts, behaviors, histories, problems, and relationship dynamics involved with women who have had intense relationships with a psychopath. 

I have been shocked at the breadth of interest and response to this subject matter—not only from responsive women like your self who want to help others not fall into this pattern, but from other professionals, literally all over the globe who, like me, are astounded no one has bothered to study you. We have had so many offers from other professionals to assist us because they recognize the magnitude of this study.

Are we then ‘surprised’ that there are so few resources for women who love psychopaths? So few specifically trained counselors? Probably -0- targeted support groups? And no known public psychopathy education prevention? The answer, is of course, no. This is a horrific injustice for women who have been involved with THEE MOST dangerous of all types of men. Here we have women who have had exposure to toxic level of psychopathology and absolutely no one has figured out how to help you. I hope that this research and the book will help to correct that for YOUR life and the lives of others who will become involved with psychopaths. I hope that women find healing in the pages and that professionals find knowledge.

My interest in writing this book is related to my previous books ‘Counseling Victims of Violence’ and ‘How to Spot a Dangerous Man BEFORE You Get Involved’ which was one of the first psychopathology primers written for the general public. The book sold 10,000 copies in 18 months and countless E-book versions. The response from women for more help was mostly focused on asking for help about their relationships with psychopaths and narcissists. The women who were with other dangerous man types tended to heal from their experiences while the women with the psychopaths had a much harder time. As I worked with these women in phone counseling, the same language and the same relationship dynamics were described over and over again. In my ‘hunt’ to help you, I decided to write what I have been learning from YOU! 

I am joined in this book adventure by Dr. Liane Leedom who is a female psychiatrist who, like my self, has a big interest in women who love psychopaths. Her interest was born out of her own book ‘Just Like His Father’ which examines the genetic transmission of psychopathy from parent to child. Dr. Leedom has agreed to do all the data assimilation that we acquire from you as well as help with some of the chapters in her specialty area.

I write this to you so you know how IMPORTANT this step is you are making: it’s absolutely historical. As always, I am in admiration of your strength and courage to face a demon as large as a psychopathic relationship—live to talk about it and live to help others learn from your experience. This is truly a monumental bravery on your part. 

What you are undertaking is big—but it’s also an investment in treatment, research, counseling, and prevention programs. Of course, anything that is going to help in SO many areas is never a brief study! (LOL!) Neither is this survey.

THE SURVEY

The survey is broken up into 6 parts. There is information gathering about him, about you, about your relationship dynamics, about your history, your emotional health and well-being, your symptoms, pages available to tell your story, a consent form to be in the survey, and lastly a detailed temperament assessment which tells us something about how all of you are or are not similar.

Each section of the survey is a separate download. Please try to complete each section and send it. We can’t use uncompleted surveys. You don’t have to take the WHOLE thing at one time however it is probably best IF YOU CAN so you remember which parts of the survey you have taken.     

There are 6 separate downloads to the survey. If you schedule 1.5-2.0 hours to take it, you should be able to complete the whole thing. If you commit to this, we ask that you follow through. We are in need of x amount of people to complete it and if we count you as one of the x’s, then that means we need your information fully completed and in a timely manner.

I do suggest that you PLAN ahead to take the survey. That means, set aside time when you are alone. PLEASE turn off your cell phone so you can concentrate—you are, after all, giving the FIRST true informational accounting of women who love psychopaths. It’s important that you are able to concentrate to give us this info. Then make sure you GET IT TO US—that you email it back.  Please email all sections to:

As I mentioned, parts of the survey that are not completed may invalidate your entire survey. So return all the parts that are asked for.

Also, part of what IS required is a clinical assessment of your temperament. If you aren’t willing to take all parts, please notify us and then do NOT begin the survey. Also, NEVER give out this link to other women to take this survey. You have been HAND SELECTED to be part of this survey. Random and unidentified people jumping in to take the survey can really screw up our results. Please honor the integrity of this research. 

Since there are a lot of you taking these surveys, we cannot answer all your specific questions such as the results of the survey, specifics about your relationship, or provide ‘counseling.’ The book will be the ‘results’ of the survey and will detail the universal experiences of the women who have participated.
